So far this fiscal year (July 1, 2009 to June 31,®, $150 has been collected in dues. $1250 was
transferred to the MHPCF last fall to get it ofétground. The balance in the MHP Conservation Fund
is about $9000.

That
brings the total contributed to the Fund by WOPVBA1500. Janet Cocchiaro raised a question as to
why there is no cost for water sampling in thedtear's report. The reason is that bills for water
sampling in 2008 were paid within the 2009 fisoahry(July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010). Therefore,
there will be an unusually high cost in the 200%ré It was moved and seconded that the
Treasurer’s report be accepted.

Membership Report: Lois Stratton

Nancy reported that progress has been made ondtfiagrists, as noted in Lois’ report. Attendees
were asked to check the master list and confirmahanformation is correct. One of the confusing
aspects of our lists is that so many members hao@tldresses. We should note which is our
preferred address. The website has been changlee past year to more accurately represent the
organization. There are two areas of the websiielwdre password protected — 1) forums where
people can report wildlife sightings and thinggeheral interest and, 2) a forum for postings ofgé
for rent or sale. Nancy invited all to visit thelsite. Our first initial followed by last name tsetuser
ID and our email address is the password. Werareugaged to change the password to something
that we prefer, and directions for doing that ardhe website. If anyone has trouble with the viteps
we can email Nancy, our webmaster, directly fromlebsite. Already included on the website are
pictures and information on the dam naming cerenimm last August. The website will be updated
with more information on the Mary Perry Conservatitund and the historical documentation that
Galen Beach has been working on. If anyone hasestiggs, they should contact Nancy, as we want
to make the website useful to members of the orgdion.

Water Quality Report; Nancy Voorhis

Nancy reported that our water testing is done uadaogram of the NH Dept of Environmental
Services. The reports are always from last yearsptes. Every other year we get a more
comprehensive report. The report for 2008 is agriimt report and shows no substantial changes from
2007. Nancy reiterated that we must pay attentidertilizing, cutting trees etc., so as not tos=au
damage to the lake. There are links on the WOPWHWsite to get us to tips on what we should and
shouldn’t do relative to the water and its protatti Bob Maloney asked if there is a concern about
the Transfer Station leaching into the pond. Nanepprted that the Transfer Station tributary ared th
Cocchiaro inlet samples showed high levels of cotidity during spring runoff, which is not seen at
other points of testing. There is no measurablse#or concern, but we must continue to monitor
this. Copies of the reports are on file at the &guakes Association and Chris Devine can direct us
to them. A link to the full copy of the 2008 reptmam DES will be put on the website when it is
available.

The Water Quality Committee recommends that we lla@etate biologist come later in the season
(who has traditionally come in June) when the dismboxygen has decreased as it does later in the
summer and when the biologist can do a deepewtésh our testers are unable to do. August would
be the preferred time for the biologist to comd, this year he is already scheduled for the end of
July, which is better than June. Galen Beach amttiNare also trying to define sub-watersheds for
each stream of the larger WOP watershed. Thisdthanway for us to determine if we are doing a
good job of selecting monitoring sites on the lake.

Mary H. Perry Conservation Fund Status Report:Kevin Frank

Kevin Frank reported that the fall fund drive bratg over $9000, in spite of many returned
envelopes. This puts us well on the way to the gb&PR5,000. Any easements made in 2009 will have
20% of the balance at the end of 2008 availabl¢hemperson making the easement. At its June
meeting, the board approved the plan to send anafipeal letter this fall.

Rob Haskell is making a conservation easement dhbtenhe first to benefit from the fund. He was
expected to attend this meeting but was delaydakl¥inging ceremony to thank Rob and Mary
Haskell will be held on August*around 1:30 pm, hosted by the Squam Lakes cortgan@ociety.

All are welcome to join the flotilla to the Haskédland for the event. Blake Ireland offered “taxi
service” to the island for anyone who would likeattend. This is the same day as the Squam Lakes
Association annual meeting.



Roger La Rochelle, Executive Director of the Squakes Conservation Society (SLCS) reported
that 4800 feet (34%) of WOP shoreline is conseraegkry high level of conservation. Kay Beij's
easement is the largest conservation easemers Baiam Lake area. Thewn of Holderness has
acquired a piece of property adjacent to the Hapkeperty. This piece of land is landlocked and is
not even accessible by canoe. The town would éKigtre out a use for it, but others feel it sttbié
left alone. Roger La Rochelle mentioned other eas¢srunderway in the Squam Lake area, but not
on White Oak Pond. WOP has been chosen as a possitlel for a study on how the pond, or other
similar ones, might be used as a conserved wateuree for the future. Nancy McDonald inquired
about the cost of putting a piece of property taservation. The average cost is $4000 to $6000.
SLCS tries to take the burden off of landownemntike it as easy as possible to do this. WOPWA
was complimented on how well we are doing. RogeRlochelle was thanked for his report. Kevin
Frank pointed out the greater Squam watershed rhaghyRoger brought and hung on the wall for us
to look at. It differs from the smaller one we rieegl in the Mary Perry Conservation Fund appeal
mailing because it shows more properties that baes conserved.

Water Level & Dam Report: Janet Cocchiaro

Anne Knight thanked Janet for doing the plantinguad the Commemorative Plaque at the dam.
It was noted that the adhesive used to mount tgupl last fall interacted with the bronze of the
plaque, causing it to disintegrate. A better adleebas now been applied.

Janet reported that there has been lots of wagesphing and summer, requiring the dam to be aghene
multiple times to lower the water in the Pond. Budthschild reported that he will probably put up a
split rail fence or something similar to keep labgats from gaining access to White Oak Pond. Bob
Maloney asked for clarification about whether aonddrger than 7 %2 hp can be on a boat if it is not
used. The Revised Statute Authority (RSA) is thstar of this. No motor larger than 7 %2 hp is
allowed on the lake, as stated on the sign atdbess point. Access to the water must be provided
and we welcome kayaks and canoes. There is ninbedit access point off Coxboro Road. The Levin
property has no public access, and that is posteny gear.

Anne Levin reported that George misses being at&\®@ak Pond, but is doing OK.

WOPWA Documents and Holderness Historical SocietyAnne Knight

Anne reported that we are holding this meetingnatHistorical Society without charge. Our original
documents are stored in a file cabinet here, buthnafi the material is, or will be, available on the
website.

It was noted that the Standing CommitteeVitatter Quality is in place but that we currentlyéa
no one on the Nominating Committee. Anne Knighteastor suggestions for members of the
Nominating Committee; at present everyone is thminating committee, and were invited to submit
names for future Board membership. She remindd¢daisiext year we will need to elect a President.

Board Member Will Brown was congratulated on hiserg marriage.

Presentation on the Declining Loon Population on Sgam Lake

Galen Beach substituted for Harry Vogel of the L&waservation Committee (LPC) who was unable
to attend. Squam Lake has experienced signifiegorbductive failure in the loon population during
recent years. The researchers are trying to deterthe causes. Testing of the recovered eggshells,
livers etc., has shown that contaminants figurenmmently in the tissues. In particular high levefs
PCB's have been noted, but it is not known if thes responsible, or partly responsible for the
reproductive failure. PCB'’s are very stable produbat were used in the past as high temperature
coolants such as in electrical transformers. P@Bsubiquitous in our environment, and are
impossible to prevent. Among other possible relatagses are the Buzzards Bay oil spill and the
2008 early freeze on Squam. The report is availabigww.loon.org A link will be provided on our
website. It needs to be determined if the contamgtie loons are picking up are local or if they
come from somewhere else the loons have visiteflpor rainfall. Increased testing on White Oak
Pond will add to the cost. The Board approved saduttional expenditure for this and the LPC may
help offset some of the cost. We may soon getladpbrt on an egg from 2005 that was left because
the water level decreased so the loons couldnitréze nest.

The LPC is seeking any anecdotal information om lactivity on White Oak Pond, such as: how
many loons we see, and what behavior we have aldefhe loon egg that was laid on WOP in 2009
was attacked by some bird or animal. It is nowkahyi that there will be another egg on WOP this
year. Education of the public is needed so thaplgewill avoid loon nesting areas. It is diffictdt

keep people away from the loons without callingtibn to them. There is a need to encourage a
culture of respect for the loons. It is possiloleetst for whether the lake’s health and biosydtene
changed by changing the levels and type of testingok for specific things like PCB’s. We can help
by turning in small mouth bass or perch 6 inchesiore in length to the LPC. We must freeze them,
and LPC will pick the frozen fish for testing.

We have been asked to stay away from a loon ostebeeause the loon may leave the nest unguarded
while trying to distract an intruder, leaving theshopen to predators. Because loon nests are
susceptible to fluctuations in water level, man-meafts may be preferable. Nesting rafts can be put
up but funds are limited.

Other Business

It was moved by Anne Ireland, seconded by Bob Riiilds and approved by the members, that we
continue membership in the New Hampshire Lakes éiaton by contributing dues of $300 for the
year.

The question of a WOPWA donation to the LPC wasehi Will Stratton responded that it is more tax
efficient to donate individually. We will try to termine whether we can designate our gifts for the
specific purpose of a raft on WOP. When it is deteed how much a raft would cost, it will be
posted on the website in the member area.

In a discussion about notifying the WOPWA membegrsifinews and meetings via email and



website, it was decided that not everyone is reéadyve up paper copies, and that we should ineicat
our preferred method of contact on the website.

Following a discussion of an optimum date for te&tmAnnual Meeting, it was decided that tife 3
weekend in July works as well as any, in ordertaanflict with other organization meetings in
August. The date of July 19 was approved for thE)2@eeting.

Wildlife Sightings

The following sightings were reported: among therfiegged creatures, a young bear was seen on
WOP Road, as many as five moose, a bobcat, severk] raccoons and a red fox have been sighted.
Birds sighted include a belted kingfisher, pileatexbdpecker, and an indigo bunting. Roger La
Rochelle spoke of concern for the white suckeffisbause they are being taken by the hundreds for
fertilizer just on the other side of Route 3 frdme Levin Dam during the spring spawning time just
after ice-out. These fish help clean the lake &ndd who are taking them are trespassing on tHe Mil
Brook Stream property. If we see activity of thature we should report it to the Squam Lakes
Conservation Society.

Recognition of Honored Guest

Larry Mowbray, Postmaster of the Town of Holdernfesshe past 22 years, was recognized and
thanked for his service on behalf of WOPWA andltofaus as individuals, in advance of his
retirement in the fall. (At that time there will beTown celebration). We agreed it is more pleasant
and more personal to go to the Holderness Postélifian to any other post office, where no one
knows us. A gift of power bars was given to keap bnergized while biking, and a New Hampshire
baseball cap to remind him of his roots in NH. kamwife, Claire, was also recognized. Larry
responded with a few remarks and he reminded uséhaill be coming back to Holderness each
summer.A number of attendees added their own commentsaandnd of applause was given.
